Submission Guidelines

Proposal submissions are due electronically by 17:00 ET Friday, March 30, 2012 to Martin Lalumière, Conference Chair, at martin.lalumiere@uleth.ca. Submissions will be reviewed by the CSRF Conference Program Committee (Elke Reissing, Krystelle Shaughnessy, Terry Humphreys, and Martin Lalumière) and possibly other blind reviewers. Applicants will be notified of the Committee’s decision by early June 2012. Submissions will be considered in the following categories:

1. Full Oral Presentations: Total 30 minutes: 20 minutes for presentation and 10 minutes for discussion. Full Oral Presentations typically focus on a single study or a program of research, or a synthesis of an area of research.  

2. Brief Oral Communications: Total 15 minutes: 10 minutes for presentation and 5 minutes for discussion. Brief Oral Communications typically focus on a single research study.
3. Poster Presentations: The program committee will allocate approximately 1.5 hour for a social event in which posters will be presented. Posters Presentations typically focus on a single study but other content will be considered (e.g., research proposals, research synthesis, multiple studies). 
4. Symposia: 60 minutes. Presentations based on three papers by different authors organized around a central theme. Each paper presentation will last approximately 15 minutes with time for discussion at the end of the symposium or between papers. Authors may be collaborators on a research team presenting on various aspects of a single project, or colleagues reporting on separate research projects that share a common theme. One organizer submits abstracts on behalf of all presenters. 

Note: Authors will be asked to rank order their preference for the category of their presentation. While these preferences will be considered, the Program Planning Committee will make final decisions about presentations as Full Oral Presentations, Brief Oral Communications, Poster Presentations, or Symposia (or part of a Symposium).

· Abstract (Please do not put your name or other identifying information on the abstract to facilitate blind peer review)

Best Student Presentation Award:

· A student presentation will be considered for a best presentation award if the student, as first author on the paper, indicates this preference on the cover sheet. Only presentations of research results will be considered for the student award. One award will be given for each of full, brief, and poster presentations. Student presentations as part of a symposium will be considered as Brief Oral Communications.

· Persons wishing to be considered for the student award must have their advisor send an email to martin.lalumiere@uleth.ca verifying student status – a separate email must be sent for each student the advisor is supervising. Please request that your supervisor put YOUR NAME in the subject of the email. 
Abstract Format:

Report of Completed Research: Submit an abstract (no more than 400 words) that includes the following information and headings: Title, Rationale or Background, Research Questions or Hypotheses, Methods, Results, Conclusions, Implications.  
Synthesis of Research on a Topic: Submit an abstract (no more than 400 words) that includes the following information and headings: Title, Rationale, Summary of Key Points, Conclusions, Implications.

Symposia: Submit abstracts (following format for abstracts for Oral Presentations) for each paper to be included in the symposium. Also submit a cover letter addressing the importance of the topic and discussing the links between the individual papers.
